Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the arm from the car and unscrew the nut on the
end to allow removal of the OEM bracket. Ensure you keep
the OEM washers.

2. Press the OEM bushing out of the bracket and check the
bore of the arm for sharp edges and remove with a file if
necessary.

3. Push the PFF46-602 bushings into the bore of the bracket.
Then place the OEM washers on either side of the bracket as
shown in Figure 1 and 2 and slide back onto the arm.

4. Place stainless steel washer on outside of OEM Washer and
screw nylock on after, as shown in Figure 2.

5. Reattach arm to car and tighten all fasteners to
manufacturers torque settings.
